The finalists were 
chosen by a panel of four contractors from MCAA’s Career  
Development Committee who evaluated and scored written techni-
cal proposals from 26 MCAA teams and one team from Canada.

“Woody” Woodall of the W.L. Gary Company, Inc. (Washington, DC).
